Public Forum

a) Road surface at the Hassenbrook Bridge, opposite the station, collapsing again. Has been repaired several times in the last few years. Eddie Hardiman will contact council.

b) 41 Corringham Road, the developers have put in a revised plan for 3 X 2 bedroom and 8 X 1 bedroom flats after the original was rejected. The reasons given for the refusal were too high, overlooking no39, and the development over the road. Suggest the frontage should resemble the development opposite, a sad loss of a character building.

c) 2 funding bids received.

(1) Stanford Wanderers FC (under 9’s) equipment wish list £356, from a total spend of £1600. Footballs, bags, socks, captains armband etc. Give £500? OK.

(2) St Joseph’s RC primary school has a special needs project where funding is not readily available, Dyspraxia and Dyslexia; £468.72.

Should this equipment be provided from primary funding?

Are we allowed to fund this; and should the school fund this from the education budget?

Difficult to fund this sort of project, cards and computer software.

Terry to find out if we are allowed to fund this, if permitted OK.

d) Youth provision in the area is week, organisations are merging and there will only be 1. Wendy is now the only full time youth worker. From April there will be more staff and more support.

Forum Publicity and Advertising. And Master Plan Consultation

Master Plan and Local Development Framework must be in by Monday. Attended CF2 meeting at Corringham Library on Monday, Richard Hattar made the presentation and a Q&A session. The LDF is the council frame for development to 2021. Must be reasonable & achievable for the Government inspector to sign it off. All items have to be in place, hope to have it signed by mid 2009. When signed off, developers must work to it. Currently they are working to the 1997 plan. The Thames Gateway Development Corporation will also have to work to this plan when it is signed off

Broadly, Option 1 is using Brownfield sites only, Option 2 is minimal use of Green belt land, and Options 3 & 4 uses more Green Belt land. Option 1 is impractical, and Option 2 seems the best choice, 3/4 more development

Stanhope industrial site for industrial or mixed use; needs better access in either case.

Sports hub for Aveley & South Ockendon area, and some housing. Why not in the East of the Borough?

Notice board at Tesco, we have the key to keep it updated. The trailer was out on Saturday, was very busy. A lot of interest in the LDF & Master Plan. 

Advertising revenue of £35 a year; Co-op and ETCA free due to their support.
