a) Mrs Girling has been told of a planning application for the Stanhope Industrial Park, which will mean 1000 vehicle movements a week, has not been told of anything official.

Vehicle service centre? Several objections, has not gone to planning yet.

Terry, environmental impact, ambiguous wording implied recycling plant, maximum 10 extra personnel, 33 vehicles on site, have a permit for 33 HGV, implication to be a waste transfer site, will put a link from our web site to Thames Gateway planning site.

b) The application for 185 homes between Victoria Road & the Manorway, 

DP World have objected, they own some of the site, which would be required for upgrade of the Manorway. Also the 6 comparative traffic studies for assessment are totally inappropriate to this location.
