Halloween and fireworks operations in hand.

Terry advised the meeting that Stanford Traders Association had reported problems on Friday nights, between 12 and 2 AM.  Lynn replied that the reported incidence was being investigated. 
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Presentation by Barrett Homes, Patrick Clark gave an overview of the proposed development, a question was asked re the impact the development would have on flooding, Tony Pullman replied that discussions had taken place with Anglia water to find a viable solution to the problem, an additional survey would take place with Anglia water in the next 3-4 week to agree a reduction in the run off rate to avoid further flooding.
Several residents raised the subject of traffic and access to the development site, Matthew Hall replied that a discussion had taken place with Thurrock Council re access to the site via St Clere's Golf Course B1013, he advised that Thurrock Council would not allow this, access to the site will be in Butts Lane.
The north access has been moved so it is not opposite the entrance to St Clere’s School both entrances will still be on Butts Lane. All traffic will be looked at, including mini roundabout and traffic lights, further studies are required.
Residents had conducted a speed survey along Butts Lane and the conclusion was the speed of traffic was in excess of 30MPH.

Patrick Clarke replied that the 30mph speed limit would be extended to the South, and 4 new traffic islands would be installed. 
The Forum plan to form a group as part of Speed Watch to look into the growing problem of speeding vehicles reported in many of the roads in Stanford, including Scratton Road, once volunteers are known training would be arranged.

Question was asked as to what the training covered; Answer how to use the speed gun, what details to take and how to report them to police.

A local resident advised the meeting that an overtaking vehicle nearly killed their child on the Zebra Crossing along London Road, Parent very angry. Speed camera van usually there on a Sunday, when traffic is light. Cars are often speeding in Butts lane, resident asked if it was possible to have speed humps installed, as the Council budget has been cut by £15,000,000, we will not know until next week how much there is to spend; however some speed humps have been removed in The Sorrels after complaints by residents.

A public consultation had taken place regarding the proposal of a shop on the development; residents are not in favour of the proposal. 
Doctor’s surgery or crèche has also been suggested.
Buffer zone is interrupted at the school; tree line at Oxford Road will be replanted; the existing trees would probably not survive.

After the presentation there was a short Q&A session

Q How many parking spaces are proposed on the development.

A Currant guidelines suggest 1.75 spaces per property, 2 spaces per property would be looked at.

Q Will School and Hospital needs be taken into consideration; with 900 applications for 240 school places the Schools in the area are not capable of taking the extra pupils
A Previous government guideline investigates impact of development, how much contribution each development should provide; monies go to Thurrock Council for schools etc.
Q How can you build on green belt land when priority is Brownfield

A Pressure for regeneration is so high that some green field release is needed, a modest amount.

Q Why does Stanford need this development of 300 properties

A  Thurrock and other authorities are still promoting regeneration; the development plan identifies SW Stanford suitable for housing, some Greenfield release needed. Site identified by Thurrock Council as suitable.

Terry, reference to LDF, 350 homes. Green release for 328 over 3 areas; 180 already applied for, 684 over Stanford & Corringham; applying for more than initial proposals. Have looked at the local housing market; development envelope where it should occur. 
Terry, LDF would not allow traffic to access to feeder road; 328 homes to Stanford West; I have my doubts.
Q 320 Homes or Houses

A Houses and Apartments, approx 50 apartments in blocks no more than 3 stories high
Q Doctor’s surgery, who will fund it

A What the developer would do is either set aside land, build the surgery then transfer it when interest is expressed, or make funds available.
Q 40 homes were on the TTGDC South East Thurrock Masterplan, English Heritage said not more than 40

A 40 homes were part of Thurrock Thames Gateway Master plan; not Council local development framework.

Q Anglia water foul connecting point; has a location been identified

A Just west of the railway line, pumping station is east of the railway.

Q Council meeting on the 20th, 1Km pipeline to undisclosed area

A Not this development, have identified connection 400M away. Anglia water survey! They have not got a clue where the pipes go!

Q What happens to the water where the surface water flow restricted to 20L/second; it can rain very hard for hours, development is a large area
A During heavy rainwater accumulates in surface ponds and large volume pipes with small outflow, designed for the 100 year storm.

Short break to allow local residents to leave the meeting.

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Forum Publicity, Advertising.

Apologies to Cllr Eddie Hardiman; who was intending to speak to residents regarding the Barratt's development.

Publicity: The Forum have decided that the next Thurrock got Talent will be organised differently due to time restraints, it is proposed that various Heats will be held at 4 or 5 pubs in the Thurrock area, The Worlds End being the first. The Forum will not be involved in organising these heats but will publicise them on the Forum website. Pubs taking part will be asked for a £20 entrance fee to cover the cost of advertising, the final will be held at The Crooked Billet. We hope to bring in more good acts; all heat winners will have the opportunity to appear at the Stanford Music Festival. Final is likely to take place in May 2011, heats will take place during February and March 2011.

Advertising: New information cards are to be produced with updated information, currant ones are now getting out of date.
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Councillors Report; Eddie Hardiman.

a) Anglia water, gullies in Rayleigh Road and Runnymead Road cleaned, leaves blocking grilles. Only slight problem now, Runnymead Road, and Rayleigh Road both OK recently, but need to be maintained and insist the footpath gullies are also done.

Several of the gullies in the London Road do not work; many are set into the kerb and have a ridge of dried mud in front stopping water from draining away. Most of the conventional drains are also blocked, phone calls have been made  to report these but so far no action taken,  flooding also regular occurrence in Corringham Road, close to the Post Office.

b) Squibb demolition, 15MPH for HGV drivers, some residents report improvement, others situation unchanged. Received a complaint about Squibb HGV at midnight, it was someone fly tipping! 

The CCTV camera on the corner of Corringham and Wharf Road has been now been replaced, last scene recorded before it fell off was a very large excavator on a low loader!

c) Rev John Guest took in a homeless girl; Cllr Hardiman spent many frustrating hours with homeless department; then stated “Find a place, or she sleeps in the Mayors Office tonight!” Safe home found.
d) Visit to the new port construction, seems to be getting on.

e) Visit to new country park, good news.

f) Fly tipping in Rayleigh Road and Valmar Road, council called to clear it.

g) Disturbance at the Billet, police in attendance, many complaints when customers leaving.

h) Speeding in Scratton Road, 2 cases of wing mirrors being knocked off. Speed indicators? Pinch point? Staggered parking?
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Treasurers Report, Jackie Robe.

Only 1 small movement; purchase of wreath Forum owes treasurer £20.00. 

No more grants money from the council this year.

Any other business
a) Footpath 189 now closed due to construction work at the port; when work complete there will be a diversion put in place.

b) Q what input does the Forum have with proposed development?

Forum usually puts in a long submission, does not have any more weight than any other organisation. When the action group is up and running there will be some link up with the Forum.
