b) It is proposed that the Forum install a second bench in Stanford Recreation Grounds, Thurrock Council to be contacted to make sure they have no objections and to check which types of base would be acceptable, it has been suggested that rubber matting be used and attach bench with spiked anchors

c) An Administration budget of £480 is available, relevant paperwork was raised and signed

d) Ruskin Road update, £15,000 funding has been secured from Veolia with a further £10,000 available through match funding, St Clere’s school has helped prepare a letter which will be sent to local businesses and addresses, St Clere’s school has agreed to a non uniform day to help raise funds date to be arranged, a meeting with Thurrock Businesses is to be arranged, a Fund raising company is going to be chosen to help fund and build the park, Andrea Winterflood is helping with this, Bank account details are required to pay fund raising monies into. The Forum has agreed to donate £500 to the fund.
