	We are a statutory partnership with a coordinated approach to crime and safety. Prior to the 1998 act, information was not shared between police, council, health etc.
	

	Key partners are police, health, council, fire service, nGage, TTGDC
	

	Delivery groups are relevant agencies for each purpose, for example the Auto Crime group have as members: police, council, retail parks, ttgdc.
	

	We need to create closer links with to forums and residents, & have brought some “goody bags” tonight. Bags contain a generous collection of leaflets with advice on Home Security, Hate Crime making Thurrock safer, security for cyclists, flood advice, cold weather & storms, householders and force against intruders, how to beat the bogus caller, peace of mind when away, home and vehicle protection, drug & alcohol services, Sold secure devices, crime reduction across Thurrock 2008, steer clear of car crime, keep your card safe, fire safety in the home, 2 Thurrock community safety partnership leaflets, and domestic abuse with useful telephone numbers.
	

	What we do is measured against 38 targets, some of them reward based. 

In 2008 Thurrock crime reduced by 8% against 2007; Grays problem is alcohol abuse, 17 arrests so far this year. 

2 Outdoor events so far this year, firework safety code throughout October & November: posters, penalties for abuse, alcohol abuse, domestic abuse, not in my neighbourhood week.

Be Smart, Sue Bloss, read by Terry Piccolo

I apologise for not being able to attend this meeting tonight to discuss this proposal with you and I am grateful to Terry for reading this statement to you. I hope to discuss the matter with you in full in the very near future.

Be smart works with the community and local schools to reduce the amount of tagging and graffiti and we have been working on art based, anti-graffiti diversionary projects two of which have now been successfully completed, one in Grays High Street and one at Tamarisk Road in South Ockendon.

Be Smart proposes that we continue with the projects and we would like to centre our next piece of work in the underpass/ walkway at Hardie Park. I have already made and application for funding to the Thurrock Community Safety Partnership and the Development Corporation would very much like to be involved but a charity would have to apply for funding from them. (The Forum - hopefully ?)

This would be a joint programme between Be Smart, Thurrocks’ Youth Service and Essex Police; we will also be working in conjunction with the local forum, local residents and The Friends of Hardie Park. The programme is designed to educate participants on graffiti and tagging and the associated health and safety dangers as well as the legal and social consequences of committing this act.

The programme will involve participants who are referred by the Police and Youth Services as well as participants from local schools and local residents, so there will be a mix of ages and social backgrounds.

The participants initially make a pledge to the Programme not to ‘tag’ in Thurrock for the duration of the Programme and if any individual is caught tagging they will forfeit their place on the Programme. Participants will they will then undertake a number of hours actually cleaning graffiti before commencing work on the mural.

The Hardie Park walkway, is a particularly badly graffiti-hit area in Stanford le Hope and it is proposed that there is a non-graffiti based mural painted on the underpass along similar lines to the recent work at Tamarisk Road in South Ockendon. The design of the mural would be a matter for the local residents and the Forum to decide. 

We believe this Programme is a proactive and responsible approach to dealing with the graffiti problem in Thurrock and it addresses the problem at its source and redirects the participants in a positive way. The projects have fostered a sense of ‘ownership’ and pride amongst those who participate and we would like to encourage and continue that good work.  

I am more than happy to discuss the project with the Forum and the proposal will progress as part of The Friends of Hardie Park (the Rev John Guest and Cllr Hardiman and Cllr Hipsey)
