Chairs Report

The Forum have helped a number of smaller groups: Top Flight, rainwear; Ladies Darts team, tops; £300 Snowdon Club, cooker; Stanford Carnival, insurance and lighting; Police, 2 bicycles; Hope Committee £500 for Xmas lights; Forum notice boards approved; £500 for Event Coordinator applied for; Hardie Park, Quadrant security patrolling from 13th February to April, hopefully for the next year; Application for £2500 for equipment enhancement at Hardie Park.
	

	The trailer has been out 9 times this year, and the council have used it as an example of how a forum can affect a community, and the East of England assembly may take up the idea. Residents were urged to respond to the East Thurrock Master Plan when the documents were sent out;
	

	The consultation documents for the ETMP received 4793 responses from a possible 12000, which is 39%; 7% is considered a good response! The housing on school playing fields were dropped, and while the biggest response was “do nothing”, the 2nd options was usually approved.
	

	TAFF; the cabinet met last night, and expect a budget cut to Forums of 25%, down from £200,000 to £150,000. On this figure, our forum would receive about £7425. Other small funding schemes are going forward.
