	a) John Guest from the Hope Committee
	

	Event Organiser proposal. John is chair of the North East Cluster Extended services. Proposal submitted for an event organiser in September, for the Stanford festival and music festival; redrafted and talked to others, the East Tilbury forum and the Horndon on the Hill forum. The Horndon forum declined the offer, while the East Tilbury forum were interested.  I went back to the N/E cluster, who recommended acceptance to the Cluster Board. £5000 available, application submitted 3 weeks ago. £500 needed to show we are serious, but the Hope committee has no money.
	

	If the Stanford Forum wishes to be part of it this needs to be ratified. Advertisement in the local paper for an event organiser has produced 11 applications; short list and interviews January, funding implications.
	

	Trevor, after 7 years the Music festival is under control, but it would be advantage if not too deeply involved.
	

	Terry, risk assessments, police, do not need a co-ordinator for the music festival, could involve schools. Other thing, the last town show had negative feedback, if associated with the music festival could only be positive.
	

	John, involving schools makes for wider community involvement, poor weather did not help. East Tilbury event was on the same day as the music festival.
	

	Horndon on the Hill last weekend in June, Stanford Festival 1st weekend in July, £2500 funding, St John ambulance etc, can we justify extra funding?
	

	Can we fund £500, look at what we contribute, street clean after, could give co-ordinator leads on local contacts.
	

	Jackie, Music festival does not need a co-ordinator; Hope Committee go ahead.
	

	Trevor, main concern is someone trying to be too involved with the music festival, sponsorship, landlord.

Propose we pay the £500; no objections.
