Public Forum & Funding Applications.

a) Impulse Leisure swimming pool is lessons only from 3.30PM, no free-swimming sessions. Could swimming sessions for school children be arranged for Friday nights? Warm, dry, cafeteria, pool parties?

b) Terry, could a burgher van attend Hardie Park on a regular basis, but responsible for clear up after? Bar’n Bus? 

c) Up to 170 school age children congregating near Kynoch Court, drinking, vandalism and ASB. Letter sent to Hasenbrook School, reply states that there is very little they can do after children have gone home, but police would be informed. 

Rachel, not reported to police. Terry, under age drinking, licensees could lose their licence. Eddie, unauthorised sale of cigarettes, alcohol, a number of reports have been received, trading standards have been informed. 

Terry, scheme to put shop name stickers on cans and bottles, can then trace where it was sold, or who not signed up for the scheme. I will bring this up at TAFF meeting 2nd July. Rachel, under age drinkers get over 21s to buy drink, reported and checked on CCTV; shop will refuse service to this person in the future.

Funding

a) Stanford and Corringham Carnival raised £650 each for the Essex Air ambulance, and Multiple Sclerosis last year with our help, and are applying for assistance again this year. £500 proposed Paul Crewel, 2nd Bradley Cox. Jackie Robe declared an interest and did not vote Carried unanimously.

b) Funding already approved for; (1) £199 top flite jackets with our logo; (2) £185 ladies darts team; (3) £300 Snowdon club cooker.

a) The planning application to demolish 57 Wharf Road, and build 8 bungalows on land to the rear refused by planners, who recommend the land should be returned to allotment use.

b) Production of “Sun and Heir” by the Royal Opera House, at the London Cruise terminal, Tilbury Wednesday 2nd to Friday 4th July; opportunities to volunteer.

c) Squibb Demolition, block paving at the Stanhope Industrial Estate; rumour of a building waste sorting and transfer station. Contacted planning and Terry Hipsey, nothing heard. Defra would need to issue licence, but web site not easy to follow. Squibb have been sent e-mail, but no reply. Andrew will chase Defra for information.

d) Stanford House in Corringham Road, new windows but demolition signs still up. Has the planning appeal been allowed? New purchaser, to be refurbished as a single dwelling?

Councillors Reports; Eddie Hardiman.

Grass cutting, a lot of complaints about the long grass, one worker was off sick for 2 weeks, but is now back and catching up with the backlog. 

Billet Field, lack of rubbish bins, only 1 and is overflowing. Need additional bin near changing rooms, and dog waste bin; no funds!

Young offenders have been cleaning fields, removed so much dog waste in bags on trees, would rather go to gaol! Problem is most bins reach overflow before they are emptied, therefore lots of mess. Query, cost of additional bin emptying once a week funded by the forum? Council should pay. 

Anti Social Behaviour, has been dealt with by the police.

Dangerous lampposts in Wharf Road, a difficult situation, the land is still owned by Fisons. The legal department are to write to Fisons demanding action. 

Railing in Billet Park, have not yet managed to meet with parents to see how injury occurred. Site must be identified exactly with a council official.

Bowls club complain the council not taking sufficient care and maintenance of the Bowling Green, investigating, leased from the council.

Trip to the lifeboat station from Tilbury landing stage, 10-30 2nd July, demonstration at the other side, children welcome.
