Police Report, Bradley Cox.

Problems all across Essex, burglaries. Tilbury 30, Corringham & Fobbing badly affected, Stanford 7: 5 burglars arrested red handed this morning.

Other crime in Stanford average. Detection drive for crime is the priority for the next 3 months; rate is 33%, the highest ever. Despite the burglaries, crime is below average. Essex police numbers to increase by 600 over the next 5 years: 22 to this division next year. Metropolitan police wages £6,000 higher than Essex, makes it difficult to keep our young officers. 

Q, are we under resourced? Not really, SLH on strength.

Terry, police bike application approved, waiting for the size required before placing the order; photo shoot at the hand over.

Community engagement, Tilbury area (includes SLH) 411 door knockings, 81 schools visited, 92 stop checks, 28 tax, and 14 warnings for off road bikes.

Additional PCSO’s could be employed if funding of £14,000 raised; remaining funding from police reserves. Could cause a lot of problems if forums cant agree split

a) Planning application for 57 Wharf Road withdrawn again.

b) HGV Wharf Road, planning were to contact environmental health, but did not do so. Planning enforcement; Squibb not registered? What are the terms of the licence? Stanhope Industrial park operating times when first registered? (Hours 7-7, ½ day Saturday?) Young mountain of rubble on site.

c) Flooding of Raleigh and Runnymead Roads, sewage overflowing in heavy rain. Has been going on for over 30 years, sewer cannot cope, Anglian Water have not cleaned up properly. 

d) Stanford Wanderers under 10’s, sponsored kit for £500; photo shoot.

e) Letter from Stanford & Corringham carnival, they raised £1400 to be shared between Holiday homes for the handicapped; and the Joint replacement unit at Basildon hospital

Forum Publicity & Advertising.

A) Youth offending team looking for work; under 18 so limited in what they can do. Asked could they clean up car park on Tuesday, done on Wednesday. Will do this on a regular basis, fortnightly or monthly. Paul Wilding is always looking for projects
Could they do the nature reserve at the end of Fairview Avenue? Need access to water, toilets if over 4 hours; St Margaret’s hall could be open by arrangement. EWT reserve.

d) Meeting this morning at the station with Kevin Brown & Adrian Stacey, community notice board at the station. Board will mount on a buttress of the footbridge, with the Stanford forum logo on the top of the board.
No toilets at the station, can be a problem with families with small children.

Dubai World plus master plan changes, funding might be available among these changes? Lay by for busses would help traffic flow, longer 12 coach trains are in the pipeline, initially from London to Grays.

b) Door knocking, trying to see every house in Stanford West.

c) Meeting at DP world about the port development

d) Litter article in the Gazette, was slated on the web site!

e) Anti social behaviour at the Billet, window broken by a golf ball. Residents request removal of the changing rooms due to vandalism. Could fence off or re-site as they are needed by football.

f) More rubbish bins and dog waste bin installed.

g) Complaint from John Guest, 2 missing hanging baskets in High Street.

h) Flooding in Runnymead Road & Ruskin Road, sewage overflowing, Anglia Water clean up very poor. Flooding has been a regular occurrence for many years. New head of legal department has promised action, will get a letter written requesting a timetable for action, and arranging a meeting with Anglia Water.

Terry Piccolo, DP World presentation of outline planning application for specific landscaping, roads, 3 land parcels to raise the levels. Work within the port with a great deal of care, landscaping by roads twice the width of the roads, attractive conditions for wildlife, trees, water levels maintained in drainage channels.

Q source of material to raise the level? Some from river transport, some by train and some by road. Airbourne dust if weather dry, lorries need to be sheeted over. Dredging in the Thames to start in January; 

Playbuilder award for play equipment; £1,300,000 over 3 years. £270,000 this year, some for Hardie Park. Ideas where to spend the money? The Forum raised £50,000 for the skateboard park; invite young people to next forum meeting to make a presentation

Q, when new equipment is installed, the old equipment is removed; why remove it if it is serviceable?
