I wish to register my objection to the above Application and have listed the outline of my objections below. 

1. The application is an over development of the site in comparison to the recommendations of The South East Thurrock Master Plan

2. The site proposed appears to be more than twice the physical size of the site identified in Thurrock Council’s emerging LDF.

3. The number of houses proposed is 22 more than the 328 houses proposed for the Greenbelt release in Stanford le Hope West, which relates to a total of three sites. One of the other proposed Greenbelt sites in Stanford le Hope West already has an application for 184 houses.

4. At first glance it appears that the entrances to the site will be directly opposite the school entrance, in my view this is unsafe.

5. The applicants make much of the conversion and opening up of 51 Ha of open space, to my mind this is of little consequence and unlikely to have any material impact on the community. With the RSPB Mucking wildlife site due to open in 2011-12 covering a far greater area and with better facilities, this site is likely to be under utilised eventually leading to its closure.

6. I believe that the increased traffic from the development would adversely affect the congestion in London Rd and Church Hill. The Transport Assessment whilst mentioning the cues at the level crossing indicates 10+ as a maximum figure, this does not give a true indication of the figures. The queue on numerous occasions stretches all the way round to Corringham Rd in one direction and back into Stanford Rd in the other direction. 

The above are my initial objections and as stated at the start limited in their depth, I would however like to point out that I fully support the joint submission being made by The Stanford Forum and R.A.I.D the local residents action group.
